• Open Enrollment allows students to select up to 2 Specialty Programs. An 

electronic lottery occurs when there are more applicants than available seats.

• If you get your 1st choice, you will not go into the lottery for your 2nd 
choice.

• If you do not get your 1st choice, you go into lottery for 2nd choice.
• If you get your 2nd choice, you are not placed on a waitlist for your 

1st choice.
• If you do not get your 2nd choice, you are placed on the waitlist for 

your 1st choice.
• If you really only want one program, only choose 1 option. 

To be entered into the lottery for any selected program, students must meet the required criteria, 
if there is a specified criteria.
